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Small group (combo) is just as important a performance medium in jazz as the big

band. These ensembles provide more of an opportunity for individual expression
than large ensembles, and require more communication between performers while also providing
increased opportunities for improvisation. For these reasons, NJAJE is providing an opportunity for these
groups to perform, receive professional adjudication, and allow for sharing of talents between peers and
colleagues.
